Think about why you joined Rotary: professional
networking, opportunity to serve, friendship and fellowship,
world understanding, entertainment and fun activities, youth
exchange, ethical environment, the Four Way Test. If you
aren’t attending the meetings, you are not enjoying the
benefits of Rotary.
