KEEPING ROTARIANS HEALTHY

Cold and flu season is here, and we want to do our best
to remain healthy. While shaking hands with fellow Rotarians
and visitors is a long-time and treasured Rotary custom, we
encourage everyone to do their part to help prevent the
spread of illness. Please consider elbow- or fist-bumping in
lieu of shaking hands during our time of fellowship during
the weekly meetings. It has a serious impact on reducing the
germ exchange. Members are also encouraged to use the
hand sanitizer which we have provided on each table at our
weekly meetings.

Your Fairfield Department of Health offers the following flu
prevention recommendations:

e Stay informed. Check the CDC website, www.cdc.
gov for up-to-date information or call the Ohio
Department of Health information phone line at
1-866-800-1404 which is staffed from 8 am to 9
pm Monday through Friday.

e Cover your cough by using your sleeve or arm. You
may also cover your nose and mouth with a tissue
when you cough or sneeze. Throw away the tissue
in the trash.

e Wash your hands often with soap and water,
especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based
hands cleaners are also effective.

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs
spread that way.

e Try to avoid close contact with sick people.

e Influenza is thought to spread mainly person-to-
person through coughing or sneezing of infected
people.

If you get sick, the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC) and the Fairfield Department of Health
recommend you stay home from work and limit contact with
others to keep from spreading the infection for at least 24
hours after your fever is gone.

H1N1 SYMPTOMS: The symptoms of this flu in people to
date are similar to the symptoms of regular human seasonal
influenza, which includes high fever, muscle aches, lack of
appetite and coughing. Some people with HINT flu also
have reported runny nose, sore throat, nausea, vomiting and
diarrhea.
